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Introduction

Jurong's role as Singapore's first industrial estate has been pivotal in the making of modern
Singapore. There are also many more facets of history, culture and heritage that make

up the Jurong story. Through the sites highlighted in this trail, explore the legacies of old
Jurong and immerse yourself in the tales of this ever-evolving town.

“60 stalls” (751+#4) at Yung Sheng Road and “Market 1"
3 Yung Sheng Road

Yung Sheng Food Centre, popularly called “60 stalls”
(75-H1%), was the first hawker centre built by the
Government to house resettled road-side hawkers in

the early 1970s. Together with the old “Market 1", it was
redeveloped to form today's Taman Jurong Market and

Food Centre in 2005.

Army Museum of Singapore

520 Upper Jurong Road

The Army Museum of Singapore (ARMS) is situated around
a serene lake in the SAFTI Military Institute compound.
Opened in September 2007 to coincide with the 40t year
of National Service celebrations, the museum preserves the
heritage of the Singapore Army, honours the contributions
and celebrates the experiences of our soldiers. The
exhibition area comprises 8 galleries that showcase the
Army's development since its formative years.

Arulmigu Murugan Temple

281 Jurong East Street 21

Established in 1993, the Arulmigu Murugan Temple is the
only Hindu temple in the Jurong area. It is also the only
Hindu temple in Singapore to feature a yagasalai,

a permanent fixture for prayers involving the use of fire.

Chew Boon Lay and the Peng Kang area

Area encompassing Boon Lay Way, Jalan Boon Lay,

Boon Lay Drive and Boon Lay Avenue

Marker located along Jurong West St 62, Park Connector, near
Blk 665A

Jurong was formerly covered with plantations, and Chew
Boon Lay was a famous rubber plantation owner in Jurong.
In the early 1900s, rubber planting took off and replaced
gambier, which was once so popular that a district of Jurong
was named 'Peng Kang', which may have come from a Malay
term for boiling gambier leaves.

Chinese Garden

1 Chinese Garden Road

Best remembered by locals as a location for wedding
photography, the garden was inspired by classical northern
Chinese imperial architecture. Its iconic features include
ornate bridges, pavilions and a seven-storey pagoda.

Church of St Francis of Assisi

200 Boon Lay Avenue

The Church of St Francis of Assisi was formed with the
merging of the two Catholic chapels in early Jurong:

Gek Poh Chapel and Taman Jurong Chapel. The church holds
services in English, Mandarin, Tamil, Malayalam and Tagalog.

Former Jurong Drive-In Cinema

Formerly at 11 Japanese Garden Road

Marker located at side gate of Jurong Secondary school, facing
Yuan Ching Road

Opened in 1971, the former drive-in cinema was the first of
its kind in Singapore, and was popular amongst couples.

It closed in 1985 and the former cinema grounds are
occupied by Fairway Club.

Former Hong Kah Village

Formerly at 12 milestone, Jurong Road

Marker located at school main entrance

Located at the 12 milestone until the late 1980s, this village
was one of the earliest known Christian villages located in
Singapore’s hinterland. The name ‘Hong Kah' comes from
the Hokkien and Teochew term for ‘bestowing a religion’,
and is a colloguial name for Chinese Christians. The village
no longer exists.

Japanese Garden

1 Chinese Garden Road

A joint project by the Singapore and Japanese governments,
the Japanese Garden is also known by its Japanese name
Seiwaen. The garden features Japanese stone paths, Toro
stone lanterns, rock waterfalls and a winding stream.

Jurong Bird Park

2 Jurong Hill

One of the most-loved places in Jurong, the Jurong Bird Park
is the largest avian park in the Asia Pacific region with over
400 species of birds.

Jurong Hill

1Jurong Hill

Currently the highest ground in Jurong, this hill provides a
vista of Jurong Industrial Estate. In the late 1960s, the hill
was transformed into a recreational space. Visiting heads of
state and dignitaries commemorated their visit to Jurong by
planting trees in the Garden of Fame on the hill.

Jurong Lake

Bounded by Yuan Ching Road and Boon Lay Way,

accessible from various points

Jurong Lake is one of the scenic green spaces earmarked for
leisure and recreation in Jurong. In 1971, the upper section of
Jurong River was dammed, creating Jurong Lake. The Nature
Society of Singapore has catalogued some 123 species of
birds in the area.

Jurong Port

37 Jurong Port Road

Marker located at the viewing platform of Look Out Tower
Jurong's deep harbour made it suitable for a modern port to
be developed. Jurong Port officially began operations in 1965
with two ship berths and handled a diverse range of cargo
including metals, raw sugar, industrial chemicals and timber.
The port is not open for public access.

Jurong Railway

A remaining track can be found at Ulu Pandan Park Connector,
between Clementi Ave 4 and 6

Opened in 1966, Jurong Railway was another means to
transport raw materials and export finished products from
the industrial estate. Operations ceased in the mid-1990s.
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85 Lorong Tawas (Thow Kwang Industry) and 97L Lorong Tawas
(Jalan Bahar Clay Studios), both off Jalan Bahar

Thow Kwang Industry and Jalan Bahar Clay Studios currently
host Singapore's last two remaining dragon kilns. Jurong was
known for its brickworks industry, which played a critical
role in the construction of Singapore's public estates in the
1960s. Brickworks operated in Jurong as early as the 1920s.

Jurong Shipyard

29 Tanjong Kling Road

Marker located at the viewing platform of Look Out Tower
Jurong Shipyard enabled Singapore to establish itself as a
major player in the shipping and shipbuilding industry.
The shipyard began operations in 1964 to construct and
repair ships and vessels. It is not open for public access.

Jurong Town Hall

9 Jurong Town Hall Road

Constructed as the headquarters of the Jurong Town
Corporation, the building gained Conservation Status for
its unique architecture and symbolic history in Singapore’s
industrialisation. The building is also a national monument.

Masjid Hasanah

492 Teban Gardens Road

Following the resettlement of villagers from Jurong's
surrounding islands in the 1960s, Masjid Hasanah was
built to replace the old suraus (small prayer houses) of the
islands. With community support, the mosque was rebuilt
and reopened in 1996.

Nanyang University

12 Nanyang Drive (Library and Administration Building);
Yunnan Garden (Memorial); Jurong West Street 93 (Arch)
Marker located at Yunnan Park, along Jurong West Street 93,
opposite Jurong West Sports Centre

The creation of Nanyang University is a milestone in local
and regional education and a marker of community action.
Established in 1955, Nanyang University was the first
Chinese university outside of China. The abovementioned
three focal points of the university are national monuments.

Pandan Reservoir and Sungei Pandan

Accessible from West Coast Road or Jalan Buroh

Marker located at 11 Penjuru Road, along walkway to water
sports arena

Before the Pandan Reservoir was constructed in 1974, the
swamps of Sungei Pandan were where Singapore's most
productive prawn farming ponds used to thrive. Today, the
reservoir is a facility for water sports, such as canoeing,
rowing and sport fishing.

SAFTI

500 Upper Jurong Road

Marker located along Jurong Road, opposite SAFTI Military
Institute, near bus stop in front of Arena Country Club
Following Singapore's independence in 1965, the Singapore
Armed Forces Training Institute (SAFTI) was established to
provide formal training for officers to lead its armed forces.
Formerly located at Pasir Laba Camp, the institute moved to
its current premises in 1995.

Science Centre Singapore

15 Science Centre Road

One of the first such facilities in Asia when it opened in
1977, the centre aims to promote and inculcate a love for
scientific learning. It houses over a thousand exhibits in its
14 galleries.

Singapore Discovery Centre

510 Upper Jurong Road

Begun from the idea of setting up a National Defence
Exhibition Centre, Singapore Discovery Centre (SDC) opened
in 1996, focusing on National Education to inspire a sense of
confidence in the future of Singapore and in the Singapore
Armed Forces (SAF).

Tong Whye Temple

212 Jurong East Street 32

Tong Whye Temple was established in 1932 by Hokkien
migrants from southern Fujian in China. The migrants, who
settled at the 10.5 milestone of Jurong Road, named the
temple after their hometown temple in Quanzhou.

Tuas Tua Pek Kong Temple

118 Boon Lay Drive

This temple found its origins in the Japanese Occupation of
Singapore. Following the death of 39 villagers by invading
Japanese forces in 1942, a group of eight villagers founded
the Tua Pek Kong temple in an attap hut in Tuas, seeking
spiritual solace.

“60 gerai" di Yung Sheng Road dan “Pasar Satu”

3 Yung Sheng Road

Pusat Makanan Yung Sheng, terkenal dengan gelaran

“60 gerai”, merupakan pusat penjaja pertama yang dibina
oleh Pemerintah untuk menempatkan penjaja jalanan pada
awal 70-an. Bersama dengan “Pasar Satu” lama, ia telah
dibangunkan semula pada tahun 2005 untuk membentuk
Pasar dan Pusat Makanan Taman Jurong yang sedia ada pada
hari ini.

Muzium Tentera Darat Singapura

520 Upper Jurong Road

Muzium Tentera Singapura (ARMS) terletak di sekitar tasik
yang tenang di dalam perkarangan Institut Tentera SAFTI.
Dibuka pada September 2007 bersempena dengan perayaan
Perkhidmatan Negara yang ke-40, muzium itu memelihara
warisan Tentera Singapura, memuliakan sumbangan dan
merayakan pengalaman para askar. Kawasan pameran
terdiri daripada 8 galeri yang mempamerkan perkembangan
Angkatan Tentera sejak tahun-tahun awal pembentukannya.

Kuil Arulmigu Murugan

281 Jurong East Street 21

Ditubuhkan pada tahun 1993, Kuil Arulmigu Murugan
merupakan satu-satunya kuil Hindu di kawasan Jurong.

la juga merupakan satu-satunya kuil Hindu di Singapura
yang mempunyai ciri yagasalai, amalan sembahyang tetap
yang melibatkan penggunaan api.

Chew Boon Lay dan kawasan Peng Kang

Kawasan yang merangkumi Boon Lay Way, Jalan Boon Lay,
Boon Lay Drive dan Boon Lay Avenue

Jurong dahulunya dipenuhi dengan ladang-ladang, dan
Chew Boon Lay merupakan seorang pemilik ladang getah
yang terkenal di Jurong. Pada awal 1900-an, penanaman
pokok getah mula meningkat dan menggantikan gambir,
yang dahulunya popular sehinggakan sebuah daerah di
Jurong telah dinamakan ‘Peng Kang', istilah bahasa Hokkien
yang bermakna merebus daun gambir.

Taman Cina

1 Chinese Garden Road

Terbaik diingati oleh penduduk tempatan sebagai lokasi
untuk penggambaran perkahwinan, taman ini telah
diilhamkan daripada seni bina empayar Cina utara klasik.
Ciri-ciri ikoniknya adalah jembatan berkerawangnya,
astaka dan sebuah pagoda setinggi tujuh tingkat.

Gereja St. Francis of Assisi

200 Boon Lay Avenue

Gereja St. Francis of Assisi telah dibina dengan gabungan
dua buah gereja kecil penganut Roman Katholik pada awal
penubuhan Jurong: Gereja Kecil Gek Poh dan

Gereja Kecil Taman Jurong. Gereja itu mengadakan
perkhidmatan sembahyang dalam bahasa-bahasa Inggeris,
Mandarin, Tamil, Malayalam dan Tagalog.

Pawagam Pandu Masuk Jurong Lama

Dahulunya terletak di 11 Japanese Garden Road

Dibuka pada tahun 1971, pawagam pandu masuk lama ini
merupakan yang pertama seumpamanya di Singapura,
dan amat popular di kalangan pasangan. la ditutup pada
tahun 1985 dan perkarangan pawagam lama itu kini
menempatkan Kelab Fairway.

Perkampungan Hong Kah

Pernah dikenali sebagai 12 milestone, Jurong Road

Terletak di 12 milestone sehingga lewat 80-an,
perkampungan ini merupakan salah sebuah perkampungan
Kristian terdahulu di kawasan pedalaman Singapura.

Nama ‘Hong Kah' berasal dari istilah bahasa Hokkien

dan Teochew bagi ‘pengurniaan agama’, dan adalah

nama basahan bagi orang-orang Cina Kristian.
Perkampungan ini tidak lagi wujud.

Taman Jepun

1 Chinese Garden Road

Sebuah projek kerjasama antara pemerintah Singapura
dan Jepun, Taman Jepun ini turut dikenali dengan nama
Jepunnya iaitu Seiwaen. Taman ini mempunyai ciri-ciri
Jepun seperti laluan berbatu, tanglung batu Toro, air terjun
berbatu dan anak sungai yang berbengkang-bengkok.

Taman Burung Jurong

2 Jurong Hill

Salah satu tempat yang paling digemari ramai di Jurong,
Taman Burung Jurong adalah taman burung terbesar di
rantau Asia Pasifik dengan lebih 400 spesies burung.

Bukit Jurong

1Jurong Hill

Paras bumi tertinggi di Jurong buat masa ini, bukit ini
memberikan pemandangan Estet Perindustrian Jurong.
Pada lewat 1960-an, bukit ini telah diubah menjadi sebuah
ruang rekreasi. Para ketua negara dan orang-orang ternama
memperingati kunjungan mereka ke Jurong dengan
menanam pokok di Taman Kemasyhuran di bukit itu.

Tasik Jurong

Bersempadan dengan Yuan Ching Road dan Boon Lay Way,
boleh didatangi daripada beberapa jalan

Tasik Jurong merupakan salah satu ruang terbuka
berpandangan indah yang dikhaskan untuk kegiatan
santai dan riadah di Jurong. Pada tahun 1971, bahagian
atas Sungai Jurong telah dipasang empangan, lantas
mencipta Tasik Jurong. Persatuan Alam Semula Jadi
Singapura telah mengkatalogkan sebanyak 123 spesies
burung di kawasan itu.

Pelabuhan Jurong

37 Jurong Port Road

Pelabuhan Jurong sesuai untuk dikembangkan sebagai
sebuah pelabuhan moden. Pelabuhan Jurong beroperasi
secara rasmi pada tahun 1965 dengan dua kapal yang
berlabuh dan membawa pelbagai jenis kargo termasuk besi,
gula, kimia perindustrian dan kayu balak. Pelabuhan ini
tidak terbuka untuk kunjungan awam.
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Landasan kereta api lama masih boleh dilihat di Ulu Pandan Park
Connector, di antara Clementi Ave 4 dan 6

Dibuka pada tahun 1966, Kereta Api Jurong merupakan satu
lagi wadah untuk mengangkut bahan-bahan mentah dan
produk -produk eksport daripada estet perindustrian itu.
Operasinya telah dihentikan pada pertengahan 1990-an.

Industri batu-bata dan tanur naga Jurong

85 Lorong Tawas (Industri Thow Kwang) dan 97L Lorong
Tawas (Studio Tanah Liat Jalan Bahar), kedua-duanya terletak
berdekatan Jalan Bahar

Industri Thow Kwang dan Studio Tanah Liat Jalan Bahar
menempatkan dua buah tanur naga yang terakhir di
Singapura. Jurong dahulunya terkenal dengan industri
batu-batanya, yang memainkan peranan penting dalam
pembinaan estet-estet awam Singapura pada tahun
1960-an. Perusahaan batu-bata telah beroperasi di
Jurong seawal 1920-an.

Limbungan Kapal Jurong

29 Tanjong Kling Road

Pelabuhan Jurong membolehkan Singapura untuk mara
sebagai pemain besar dalam industri perkapalan dan
pembinaan kapal. Pelabuhan kapal mulai beroperasi pada
tahun 1964 untuk membina dan memperbaiki kapal-kapal.
la tidak terbuka untuk kunjungan awam.

Dewan Bandar Jurong

9 Jurong Town Hall Road

Dibina sebagai ibu pejabat Perbadanan Bandar Jurong,
bangunan ini telah dianugerahkan Status Pemuliharaan
atas seni binanya yang unik dan simbolik dalam sejarah
perindustrian Singapura. Bangunan ini juga merupakan
sebuah monumen negara.

Masjid Hasanah

492 Teban Gardens Road

Berikutan penempatan semula penduduk kampung dari
persekitaran kepulauan Jurong pada tahun 1960-an, masjid
Hasanah telah dibina untuk menggantikan surau-surau lama
di pulau-pulau. Dengan sokongan masyarakat, masjid ini
telah dibina semula dan dibuka semula pada tahun 1996.

Universiti Nanyang

12 Nanyang Drive (Bangunan Pentadbiran dan Perpustakaan); Taman
Yunnan (Taman Peringatan); Jurong West Street 93 (Gerbang)
Ciptaan Universiti Nanyang merupakan suatu pencapaian
bagi pendidikan setempat dan serantau dan satu penanda
bagi usaha masyarakat. Ditubuhkan pada tahun 1955,
Universiti Nanyang adalah universiti Cina yang pertama di
luar China. Tiga lokasi tumpuan bagi universiti yang tertera
di atas merupakan monumen negara.

Kolam Takungan Air Pandan dan Sungai Pandan

Boleh didatangi dari West Coast Road atau Jalan Buroh
Sebelum Kolam Takungan Air Pandan dibina pada tahun
1974, paya-paya di Sungai Pandan merupakan tempat di
mana terletaknya kolam-kolam penternakan udang paling
produktif di Singapura. Hari ini, kolam takungan air itu
menjadi sebuah kemudahan bagi sukan air seperti berkanu,
mendayung dan sukan memancing.

SAFTI

500 Upper Jurong Road

Selepas kemerdekaan Singapura pada tahun 1965,
Institut Latihan Angkatan Bersenjata Singapura (SAFTI)
telah ditubuhkan untuk menyediakan latihan rasmi bagi
para pegawai untuk memimpin angkatan bersenjatanya.
Dahulunya terletak di Kem Pasir Laba, institut tersebut
telah berpindah ke lokasinya sekarang pada tahun 1995.

Pusat Sains Singapura

15 Science Centre Road

Salah sebuah kemudahan seumpamanya di Asia apabila
ia dibuka pada tahun 1977, pusat tersebut bertujuan untuk
menggalakkan dan memupuk minat dalam pembelajaran
saintifik. la menempatkan lebih seribu pameran di

14 buah galerinya.

Wisma Teroka Singapura

510 Upper Jurong Road

Bermula daripada idea penubuhan Pusat Pameran Pertahanan
Nasional, Wisma Teroka Singapura (SDC) telah dibuka pada
tahun 1996, dengan tumpuan kepada Pendidikan Nasional
untuk menginspirasikan semangat keyakinan dalam masa
hadapan Singapura dan Angkatan Tentera Singapura (SAF).

Kuil Tong Whye

212 Jurong East Street 32

Kuil Tong Whye telah ditubuhkan pada tahun 1932 oleh
pendatang Hokkien yang datang dari Selatan Fujian di China.
Para pendatang ini, yang kemudiannya bermastautin di batu
10.5 Jurong Road, menamakan kuil ini bersempenakan kuil di
kampung halaman mereka di Quanzhou.

Kuil Tua Pek Kong Tuas

118 Boon Lay Drive

Kuil ini bermula ketika zaman Penjajahan Jepun di
Singapura. Berikutan kematian 39 orang-orang kampung
disebabkan pencerobohan angkatan Jepun pada tahun
1942, sekumpulan lapan orang penduduk kampung telah
mengasaskan Kuil Tua Pek Kong ini dengan mendirikan
pondok yang berbumbungkan atap di Tuas untuk mencari
ketenangan rohani.
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
